Promise Camp is a summer camp for children 
whose mother or father is in prison.   With 
thirty five prisons in the Diocese of North-
west Texas, there are literally thousands of 
children who could benefit from Promise 
Camp.  Children whose lives are impacted by 
the incarceration of a parent need a safe place 
and time to rest, play, and just enjoy being chil-
dren.  Promise Camp cannot change their 
situation, but the experience can bring hope to 
a child and give them some measure of strength 
to cope with life.   Promise Camp’s director 
has years of experience working with at-risk 
children, and the counselors receive training in 
this area  before camp begins.  The music pro-
gram is an original and creative program incor-
porating African hand drums. It is used  
successfully in similar camps in Texas and  
Oklahoma.

Promise Camp is supported and guided 
by a  Board of Directors who meet  
annually to plan and discuss the  
program.  Promise Camp 2010 will be 
held from July 12 –16, at the Bishop  
Quarterman Conference  Center in 
Amarillo, Texas.  Campers are  
immersed in a Christian  community of 
adults and counselors who, through the 
planned activities of the camp, seek to 
show God’s love to them.  They will be 
able to relate to others who share their  
experiences.  As trust and security 
grow, they are encouraged to express 
themselves through music, art,  worship 
and physical activity.
